Module topic: Entrepreneurial skills education for pre-university lower and upper secondary teachers
Purpose: Development of entrepreneurial capacities and competencies among teachers of 9-years education and secondary education with the aim of integrating entrepreneurial education into the teaching curricula of pre-university education. Each of the topics included in this module was organized based on the theoretical and practical part.

The objectives of the training module were:

• Enabling the participants to understand the concept of entrepreneurship and the importance of entrepreneurship in the development of students' skills.

• Enabling participants to understand the importance of entrepreneurship and its impact on the economic and social development of a country.

• Evaluation of the application of entrepreneurial learning, entrepreneurial concepts, principles and values underlying entrepreneurial education combined with the curriculum of certain subjects.

• Finding ways to stimulate the creation of new ideas and opportunities by:

o Helping students to identify the needs and find solutions to the challenges they encounter.

o Stimulating creativity and creating values for students.

• Training participants to identify the skills and personal attributes needed to run an enterprise,

• Training the participants for further development of critical thinking and reasoning, communication and making appropriate decisions,

• The formation of entrepreneurial education habits, through the methods of active interaction of working group and discussions,

• Enabling participants to improve their work by adapting to contemporary teaching trends in educational institutions,

• Encouraging the participants to create collaborations with other actors in the framework of teaching, such as: the local community, businesses, professionals and experts, research centers, etc.

Entrepreneurs from the city of Elbasan were also invited to the training sessions to introduce cases of successful enterprises. Participants were very active in questions, discussions, group work and portfolio assignments. The 35 participants in the training were certified after successfully passing the module test.
Methodology:

The training method focused on encouraging the active participation of the audience. In the theoretical aspect, was developed the cycle of lectures presented with Powerpoint. Presentations in ppt by the lecturer were combined with discussions in the auditorium enabling division into working groups according to the main issues that were addressed. Each participant brought experiences and information from real life. The trainer raised several analytical questions during the sessions in the auditorium to involve all participants in the training in active discussion. Energizing exercises were used at the beginning of each training day and during the training to keep participants interested. The brainstorming technique was also used, where all those present shared their thoughts.

Training module development phase: May 2022 to September 2022
• The implementation of the pilot course was carried out starting with the development of the draft of the module program by the University of Vlora "Ismail Qemali";

• The evaluation of the module and the improvements were made after the meeting in Leon and Vlora and after discussions and valuable opinions from all partners.

Module accreditation and implementation phase: September 2022 - December 2023
• Accreditation of the module was carried out by ASCAP after submitting the application and determining the trainers for UNIEL and for all other Albanian universities, partners in the project;

• Registration of the module in the RASH system for UNIEL was made possible in November 2023;

• The finalization of the implementation of the module at UNIEL was carried out on November 30 - December 2, 2023.

Target group: Teachers of the 9-year cycle and secondary schools were the target group of this module, aiming to create an entrepreneurial mindset in them in order to convey to the students of 9-year and secondary schools the knowledge of entrepreneurial education with in order for students to be able to develop their entrepreneurial skills.

For the evaluation of the trainees, the following were used:

• Exercises

•Home work

Tools used in the training sessions were: mini-projector, flipchart, office tools, engaging the participants in reflections and doing the diagnostic assessment as well as multiple-choice questions. Case studies were a good tool for a training with practical elements. Invited to give their experience as teachers for entrepreneurship were part of the training, making this session more attractive and interesting.

The portfolio work actively involved teachers in a process of evaluating the course and acquired competencies.
Training program and organization

This training module was organized in 7 main activities (topics) and 1 (one) final test, distributed in three sessions. In total, 9 hours of face-to-face training and 9 hours of portfolio were developed.

The first session served as a practical guide on how to prepare and organize the entrepreneurship module training for teachers of lower secondary, upper secondary and vocational schools. This session served as an interactive process encouraging teachers' participation, giving them the opportunity to introduce themselves, create their expectations about the module and build group norms.

During other sessions, were trained topics such as: Education for entrepreneurship; Overview of entrepreneurship; Characteristics of the enterprise; Generation of new ideas; Development of the business idea, Acquaintance with the external environment.

The final test was conducted at the end of the training.
Course evaluation

Also, the evaluation of the course that resulted from the questionnaire was very good, with a high percentage of inclusion in the evaluation. The work of trainers, organization, practical work and the standard of the environment and auditors were mainly evaluated. Calls and photos of the course were published in real time on the FB page of the EntrAl project, as well as the call was published on the WEB page, Instagram and FB pages of UNIEL.
Chart 1: Overall evaluation of the pilot course
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As can be seen from the graphic presentation above (Graph 1), the evaluation of the course is very good, in 62% of cases it was excellent, in 19% of cases very good and in 19% of cases good. This positive evaluation shows that the implementation of the course was successful.

Regarding the content of the course, the participants in 76% of cases had very clear learning objectives, in 82% of cases they fully agreed with the program load and its manageability and in 71% of cases they evaluated maximally the training method, as shown in the chart below.

Chart 2: Course content
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The participants in the training in 71% of cases feel that they have made progress in this course and in 71% of cases they are seriously committed to learning as much as possible from this course. In 82% of cases they appreciate the trainer's help to make them understand well the issues covered in this course and in 64.7% of cases they think that the classroom environment was stimulating for the learning process.

The participants positively evaluated the teaching methods, and the help of the trainer to understand all the issues discussed during the development of the course program, judging in 71% of cases that the concepts and ideas were expressed very clearly. The materials used for the training and made available to the participants were evaluated as very appropriate in 71% of cases.

Students have assessed that the course has met their expectations and that the overall aim of the course has been achieved. They believe that this training will help them in their future work. The participants suggest that we offer more training on entrepreneurship topics.

Related problems
